Once your Ewon device is connected to Talk2m, you can log in to your Talk2m account using the Ecatcher client
software and securely access your automation devices for monitoring or maintenance purposes.

3.1. Hardware

3.2. Software

Ecatcher is the VPN client software that allows you to connect remotely to your Ewon” Cosy+.

Ecatcher is also your Talk2m account administration software. With Ecatcher, you can create and configure your
Talk2m account and manage your Ewon devices.

You can configure the Ewon® Cosy+ through its web interface which is accessible from any modern web browser.

4. Prepare the Ewon°® Cosy+ for Remote Access

In this section, you will see how to configure your Ewon® Cosy+ using Ecatcher Easy setup. Configuration
parameters are saved on a USB drive or SD card which can then be used to configure your Ewon gateway.

With the steps below, you do not need to connect your computer directly to the Ewon gateway during the
configuration process.

1. Create your Ewon® Cosy+ on your Talk2m account.
2. Prepare the communication configuration file to be transferred to your Ewon® Cosy+.

3. Apply the Configuration File to the Ewon® Cosy+.

4.1. Create your Ewon® Cosy+ on your Talk2m Account.

The first step consists in listing your Ewon® Cosy+ inside your Talk2m account using the Ecatcher software.

IMPORTANT
If you do not have a Talk2m account yet, launch Ecatcher and click on Create a free+ Account and
follow the prompts on the screen.

4. Enter the name of your Ewon® Cosy+. The Talk2m server displays this name to identify the remote
connection to your Ewon” Cosy+.
The name should help you identify the remote equipment. Some examples include a location name, a job
number, or a machine’s serial number.

5. Select the Connection Type to specify how your Ewon® Cosy+ connects to the internet. You can choose
between:
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Create your Ewon” Cosy+ on your Talk2m Account. Ewon® Cosy+

Permanent: for Ethernet, Wi-Fi or cellular models. Your Ewon® Cosy+ stays permanently online.
b. Triggered: only for cellular models. Your Ewon® Cosy+ is offline until you wake it up with an SMS.

If you specify a triggered connection, Ecatcher asks for the phone number for the SIM card in your
Ewon® Cosy+. The phone number allows Talk2m to send an SMS which wakes up your Ewon® Cosy-+.

4.2. Prepare the Communication Configuration File

To remotely access your Ewon® Cosy+, you need to configure the internet and Talk2m VPN connection settings of
your Ewon” Cosy+.

Ecatcher offers the possibility to create a commissioning file which includes all the configuration parameters
required for such connections.

Ecatcher stores the commissioning file on an SD card or a USB flash drive. You can then insert the SD card or USB
flash drive in your Ewon® Cosy+ which automatically applies the configuration parameters.

IMPORTANT
To apply the following configuration, your Ewon® Cosy+ must run firmware version 21.1s0 or higher.

Once Ecatcher displays the “Talk2m Connectivity” frame, complete the following steps:

Click the Launch Setup Wizard button of the USB/SD card row.

Enter the Ewon name. The name entered here will appear in the web interface of the Ewon® Cosy+.

It can be different than the name displayed by Talk2m.

Select a language for the web interface of the Ewon® Cosy+ from the drop-down menu.

Select the Timezone where the Ewon® Cosy+ will be installed. This information is used to automatically set

the date and time on the Ewon® Cosy+.

Enter a password for the Ewon® Cosy+.The password must:
- have minimum length: 12 characters

- have maximum length: 35 characters;

- have only characters from the latin-1 set (ISO-8859-1);
- respect 3 of the following conditions:

at least one lowercase character,

at least one uppercase character

at least one digit,

at least one special character.

Click Next.

Select the WAN interface of your Ewon gateway.

Depending on the interface you choose, different configuration fields are required:

a. Ethernet: WAN IP settings.

b.  Wi-Fi: SSID settings.

c.  Cellular: SIM card and APN settings.

For Ethernet and Wi-Fi, make sure to complete the advanced settings if necessary.
Click Next.

Set the LAN IP address of your Ewon® Cosy+.

Click Next.

Insert an SD card or USB flash drive in your computer. Make sure the card or the drive is FAT32 format.

Select the location where Ecatcher should export the file.
Click Save twice to confirm the export.

The last screen is an explanation how to proceed with the SD card / USB flash drive and your Ewon® Cosy+.

4.3. Apply the Configuration File

To configure your Ewon® Cosy+ for remote access, you need to apply the Configuration File and follow the
procedure below:

1. Before beginning, make sure
a. Your Ewon® Cosy+ is powered on
b.  Your Ewon® Cosy+ can connect to the internet. Depending on your configuration this could mean:
i.  The WAN cable is plugged in. The WAN port of the switch is represented by an orange LED.
ii. The SIM card has been inserted into the device and the cellular antenna is attached.
iii. The Wi-Fi antenna is attached.

Insert the SD card or the USB flash drive in your Ewon® Cosy+.

Check the status of the USR LED.
a. First, the Ewon® Cosy+ detects the insertion of the SD card or USB drive. The USR LED blinks orange
quickly (ON / OFF every 150 msec).

b. Next, the Ewon® Cosy+ processes the configuration files. During this process, the USR LED blinks orange
slowly (ON / OFF every second).

c.  Once the files are processed, the Ewon® Cosy+ updates the USR LED to indicate if the configuration files
were successfully applied.
-solid green: success
-solid red: failure
Remove the SD card or the USB drive. When the SD card or USB drive is removed, the Ewon® Cosy+ reboots.
Wait several minutes.

Once the Ewon® Cosy+ reboots, it attempts to connect to Talk2m. This process can take several minutes.
When the process is successful, the T2M LED turns on and the Ewon® Cosy+ appears online in Ecatcher.

4.4. Connection Troubleshooting

1. Your Ewon is configured for the second time.
If you configure your Ewon for a second time, note that the initial configuration was probably partly applied.

Inside the USB wizard you need to use the "Device already configured" option to encode your
existing password.

Once your Ewon® Cosy+ is connected to Talk2m you can establish a remote connection to it.
The connection procedure is different depending on the Connection Type you select when you
create your Ewon Cosy+ on your Talk2m Account (page 4).

5.1. Permanent Connection

To connect remotely to an Ewon® Cosy+ tagged as permanent connection, follow the procedure:

1. Connect your computer to the Internet. Verify that your Internet connection is stable.
2. Open Ecatcher (if not already opened).

3. Select your Ewon® Cosy+ recently configured from the “My Ewons” list menu.

Click the green Connect button displayed in the list menu to establish the remote connection. When you
click Connect, Ecatcher establishes a VPN connection to the Talk2m server from your PC.

5. Once the VPN connection established, Ecatcher displays the Ewon® Cosy+ in the “Active connection” section.

The computer is now connected to the Ewon® Cosy+ using the VPN tunnel and you can use the remote
connection.

You can click on the Ewon name link in the Active Connection section to display the homepage of the Ewon®
Cosy+ web interface in your web browser.

When you are done with your remote connection, click Disconnect to end the VPN connection.

5.2. Triggered Connection

To connect remotely to an Ewon® Cosy+ tagged as triggered connection, follow the procedure:

It provides full VPN access to your
remote Ethernet and USB devices allowing you to interact with them as if you were on the same network.

Ecatcher is also your Talk2m account administration tool. Account administrators can use Ecatcher to manage the
Talk2m account including adding and deleting users and devices.

Ecatcher Mobile

Ecatcher Mobile is Ewon’s free VPN client application for Android and iOS devices. Ecatcher Mobile provides
secure communication between other mobile applications such as vendor specific applications or VNC clients
and remote industrial equipment.

With Ecatcher Mobile, when you log in to your Talk2m account, you can see and connect to your accessible
Ewons. Once connected, you can run your third-party apps and interact with your equipment as if you were on
the same network.

M2web:

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Appendix A. Alternative configuration for your Ewon device

If for some reasons you could not configure the Ewon using the default USB method explained above, you can
also configure the Ewon by using its Web interface.

In this section, we will explain how to configure your Ewon® Cosy+ using the Embedded Wizard setup:

1. Assign an IP address to your Ewon® Cosy+, different than the default IP address.
2. Register your Ewon® Cosy+ to a Talk2m account.

3. Access the web interface of the Ewon® Cosy+.

4.  Configure your Ewon® Cosy+ using the Embedded Wizard Setup.

1. Assign an IP Address

You can establish the first communication with the Ewon® Cosy+ using the eBuddy application (check
Software (page 3) for more details about eBuddy).

By default, the IP address of the Ewon® Cosy+ is set to 10.0.0.53 which in some circumstances might need to be
changed.

To change the IP address of the Ewon® Cosy+, proceed as follows:

1. Connect the port labeled as LAN (port #1) of the Ewon® Cosy+.

This can be done either point-to-point (computer & Ewon” Cosy+) or through a network if the default IP of
the Ewon® Cosy+ will not conflict with another connected device.

2. Start the eBuddy application.
The application scans through the Ethernet adapter network, identifies the connected Ewon devices and
display their IP address, subnet mask and serial number.
eBuddy also allows the modification of the default IP address without necessarily being in the same network
range.

3. Optional: Highlight the row representing the device to be modified.
Click on the button Set IP from the top bar menu.
Indicate the serial number of the Ewon® Cosy+ that you want to modify.
e If you went through step #3, the serial number is provided automatically.
Click Next.
Enter the <new IP address> and its <subnet mask>.

e By clicking Next, eBuddy sends the commands to the Ewon” Cosy+ to change its IP address and to
reboot.

8. Once the reboot completes, you can access the Ewon® Cosy+ using its new LAN IP address.

2. Talk2m Account Configuration

Talk2m offers a secured and easy way to set up a remote connection over the Internet.

To allow the remote access, you need to link the Ewon® Cosy+ to the Talk2m infrastructure, more specifically to a
Talk2m account.

To configure the Talk2m account:
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Access the Web Configuration Interface Ewon® Cosy+

1. Launch Ecatcher and log into your Talk2m account.
a. Todownload and install Ecatcher, please refer to Ecatcher (page 3).

b. In case you do not have a Talk2m account yet, click on Create a free+ Account and follow the prompts
on the screen. Once you have created the Talk2m account, an email will be sent with the activation link
and instructions.

Click on the icon +Add to add the Ewon® Cosy+ to your Talk2m account.

3. Follow the screen prompts.
e  Be aware that some options require the full telephone number, country code included

4. Copy the <Activation Key> to the clipboard in the last step of the wizard. You will need it later during the
Talk2m wizard of the Ewon® Cosy+ configuration.

For more information, refer to. eBuddy from the
Related Documents (page 1).

Before beginning the configuration of the Ewon® Cosy+, authentication is required.
The default login and password are both adm.

At first boot or after a reset level 2 of the Ewon® Cosy+, and after successfully logging in, a prompt will appear to
set the interface language.

A second prompt will ask you to change the adm default password.

3.1. Language Selection
